About Our Privacy Policy

This Privacy Policy describes the way TASCET uses and protects the information you provide when
establishing an ICONN.

The Information We Receive, How We Secure It, and How We Use It

We receive your information when you choose to do business with one of our clients or partners in the
financial, healthcare, cyber, academic and government sectors.

To protect your privacy and identity, we receive:

e Biographic information limited to name, address, gender, date of birth and country of birth;
e Biometric information limited to fingerproofs and a faceproof.

We receive information in five primary ways:

e When you register your ICONN through a trained operator when requesting services at a
TASCET-certified financial institution;

e When you register your ICONN through a trained operator when requesting services at a
TASCET-certified academic institution;

e When you register your ICONN through a trained operator when receiving services at a TASCET-
certified healthcare organization;

e When you register your ICONN through a trained operator when purchasing a mobile or
computer device;

e  When you register your ICONN through a trained operator when applying for services at a
TASCET-certified state agency or department.

TASCET treats all information received with the utmost care, security and confidentiality.

e We have implemented encryption and/or other appropriate security controls to protect
personal information when stored or transmitted to and from TASCET;

e We have restricted access to personal information by TASCET employees. Only those performing
Conflict Resolution job functions have limited access on a “need-to-know” basis to carry out
their job function;

e We have implemented strict security measures for entry into our facility.



We may use the information we receive in a variety of ways, including to:

e Establish your ICONN;

e Verify your ICONN;

e Provide you with privacy;

e Provide you with anonymity;

e Secure the transactions you choose to participate in;
e Protect you from identity fraud;

e Resolve conflicts related to identification.

Privacy Commitments

Our philosophy about information sharing is simple.

o  We will not sell your information. Ever.
e We will never monitor transactions.
e We will not data mine. Period.

In rare situations, we may release information when we believe, in good faith, that it is reasonably
necessary to comply with the law and to protect your rights, property and safety.
